In today's Gospel, Jesus asked his disciples,

And he took time to ask, "Who do others say that |
am?" And each person is called by name. We
yearn to be called by name, yet we may fear the
demands of divine intimacy. The Mystics are
living proof that God does exist. Heaven called St
Teresa and saints like Francis of Assisi and Francis
de Sales by name. Still being very human, they had
an intimate connection with the divine. No one
wants to be lost in the world. And when we read
the words, "Who do you say that I am ?" Answer
like St. Teresa,”l am (own name) of
Jesus."
