The flag pole on the 

hill marks the Oblates cemetery; and we have no choice 

who will be buried near us. 

     This week, I will be of all places, in Avalon, NJ.  

Why would I leave the beautiful Outer Banks for the 

crowded Jersey Shore?  It's family. 

Since 1946, I've been going to the Jersey shore every 

August. One of our family traditions is to build a sand 

castle with most of my 41 nephews and nieces.
