     When St. Augustine was converted to Christ in 

the 387 AD, he wanted to share his experience with 

others. He wrote, "For those who would learn 

God’s ways, humility is the first thing, humility is 

the second thing, and humility is the third. In basic 

spirituality, this characteristic has been defined as 

knowing ourselves as we really are. The dictionary 

refers to the "earth," and so we might also say 

humility is being down to earth without pretence 

and self pride. 

     Augustine had learned with difficulty and a long 

struggle that without God, I am nothing. In his 

auto-biography, it briefly explains that he lived 

with a woman for fourteen years and had a son. He 

was baptized at the age of 29 and returned to later 

become Bishop of Hippo Regius (modern Tunisia).  

Realizing that it took some years to find himself 

and God, and with an understanding of human 

nature, he is known as "The Doctor of Grace." 

     The scriptures of today challenge the disciples 

to look beyond their own perceived importance and 

be open to a humble change of perspective.  

This outlook will help us to see others first, to set 

aside the primary interests of Number One. The 

shift from me to you and to God is the most 

effective perspective to experience. 

     Looking outward makes us aware of the needs 

of others.  Our approach to others respects their 

dignity and importance. Certainly one test of 

humility is caring for others who cannot 

reciprocate, except for the blessedness of giving.
